In the past we have used these 2 hotels below. I have reserved 4 rooms at Richmond for
supervisors. For the rest I DID NOT DO any block reservation. Please stay at Sultanahmet area
of Istanbul. Do your own reservation using any of the internet based hotel services (check trip
advisor or booking.com for reviews, etc). Price range of 70 Euros to 130 Euros is reasonable.
Below 70 Euros I would be hesitant. Just send an e-mail to me so that I have a record of where
you are staying. If you stay at Sultanahmet area, you will take the TRAM towards KABATAŞ.
You will get off at KARAKÖY. When you get off, walk parallel to the tram 50 meters away from
the Galata Bridge. The building is at the intersection of Bankalar Sokak and Yuksek Kaldirim.
